He became sick with a 

high fever had delirious events 

one of which he envisioned 

that he was on the judgment 

seat of Christ and the Lord 

asked him “Who are  You?” and 

he responded “I am a Chris-

tian.” And Jesus said  “ No; you 

lie. You are a Ciceronian. For 

where your treasure is, there 

also will your heart be.” 

This shocked Jerome into ac-

tion and he traveled through 

the desert for four years in 

prayer and fasting and ended 

up in the Holy Land and contin-

ued his studies while estab-

lishing care a center and hos-

pice for the ill. 

When Rome was overrun by 

barbarians many fled to the 

Holy Land they were in des-

perate need of help. Jerome’s 

response was to say “Today we 

must translate the words of 

Scripture into deeds, and in-

stead of speaking saintly 

words, we must act on them.” 

So where are we? Are we 

ready to translate Scripture 

to action? Are we muttering 

saintly words or doing saintly

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The question has arisen concerning ac-

countability groups. Let me first say that 

these small groups will become the bed-

rock of your involvement not only in Em-

maus but in your home church. 

As a part of the 4th Day presentation, we 

are all encouraged to either join or form a 

group whether it consists of all men, all 

women or couples, the choice is yours.  

You may already be in a group that is not 

associated with Emmaus and that is per-

fectly fine. The card we are given is only 

a helpful outline of what could be discus-

sion subjects for the group but are not 

written in stone. 

Groups serve not only to keep the faith 

alive but to hold us accountable to one an-

other and to God. “Therefore confess you 

sins to each other and pray for each 

other so that you may be healed. The 

prayer of a righteous man is powerful and 

effective.” James 5:16. 

It is a requirement to become a team 

member in the conference room that we 

be involved with a small group. This will 

bring authenticity to the Emmaus teach-

ing and allow us to speak from experience 

with groups. 

Do not let the fact that your group is not 

“pure Emmaus” deter you from accepting 

an invitation to be a part of the confer-

ence room team. But also know that to be 

on the conference room team you must be 

involved with a group. 

If you haven’t formed or joined a group, I 

would encourage you to do so not just for 

team building purposes but for the rich 

experience to being able to share our joy, 

praise and concerns with people of like 

faith. The goal is to become closer in our 

walk with Christ as we learn to witness to 

one another in His name.

Stand in the Gap is a 

prayer-based ministry 

that surrounds "the least 

of these" with a new fam-

ily,-- a spiritual family The 

Bair Foundation is a Christ 

centered 

foster care agency work-

ing with children from day 

one of birth and older. 

 

These two ministries and 

several others have 

formed a new program, un-

der 

Stand in the Gap, called 

LIFE LAUNCH. "The over-

all objective is to provide 

rent Group or if some of 

the Group would be willing 

to form a sub group with 

this new person.  You 

might be wondering, who is 

this person? 

This person is a Youth, 

from age 15 and older, who 

is aging out or has aged 

out of the foster care sys-

tem with no potential of 

reunification with their 

biological parents or adop-

tion by a foster family. 

And often, the outcomes 

are tragically predictable 

for too many of these 

youth; turning 18 and being 

on their own and ending up 

in prison, homelessness  or 

prostitution. There are al-

most 500 youths aging out 

each year in Oklahoma, 

many unprepared in basic 

life skills.  We believe that 

we can make a  

difference in their lives, 

surrounding them with a 

spiritual family, helping, 

praying and  loving them 

into a better relationship 

with Christ, and a better 

life. Youth experts agree 

that one of the most im-

portant and critical priori-

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youth, who are in foster 

care and are aging out or 

have aged out, with a car-

ing support group of com-

mitted individuals who will 

assist the youth in 

transitioning into inde-

pendent adulthood." 

 

This support group and the 

youth will meet weekly or 

semi-monthly, sharing 

their life together, giving 

the youth an opportunity 

to share their challenges, 

issues and concerns as well 

as celebrating their 

accomplishments. The sup-

port group will provide 

emotional, relational and 

support to the youth and 

share wise counsel based 

on their collective life ex-

periences. We believe this 

will change the youths life-

--as well as the other 

members of the Group.  

We are seeking both adult 

and youth Reunion Groups 

to participate in Life 

Launch. We believe in the 

Walk to Emmaus model and 

have seen the many bless-

ings resulting from the 

Spirit at work in the 

Groups.
