He did not indicate the 
book from which it came but the quote is what 
got my attention:  òa time to be careful is when 
one reaches his goals.  The easiest period in a 
crisis situation is actually the battle itself.  The 
most difficult period of indecisionñwhether to fight 
or run away.  And the most dangerous period is the 
aftermath.  It is then, with all his resources spent and 
his guard down, that an individual must watch out for 
dulled reactions and faulty judgment.ó   

I did the easy part:  I gave my life to Jesus Christ 
through confession and baptism.  I found a purpose in 
the church, His body, to serve and with much credit 
due to the Walk to Emmaus I continue to serve. 

Perhaps you, like me, have found that as long as I hid

the person is married, speak with both 
partners and encourage an equal commit-
ment by both.   

5. Continue to pray for your prospective pil-
grim, prepare agape letters, and enlist the 
support of their pastor.  Collect eight to 
twelve personal agape letters.  Do not ask 
the team to deliver personal gifts during 
the three days. 

6. Support the Walk through your prayers 
during the 72-Hour Prayer Vigil and your 
presence at Send Off, Sponsorsõ Hour, 
Candlelight, and Closing.  Support the pil-
grimõs family by house-sitting, baby-
sitting, watering plants, picking up mail, 
feeding pets, or just checking in with a 
spouse to see if any help is needed. 

7. Encourage the pilgrim in his or her Fourth 
Day involvement.  Give your friend an op-
portunity to talk through and appreciate 
the experience.  Help the pilgrim find a 
reunion group, or be prepared to start a 
group with him or her for a period of time 
until others join him or her.  Take the pil-
grim to Gatherings as your guest for a 
couple of months. 

8. Help the pilgrim reenter his or her church 
and consider ways to act out new commit-
ment and enthusiasm. 

9. Inform the pilgrim of ways to serve the 
Emmaus community and future Walks. 

10. Help the pilgrim sponsor others.. 

Sponsorship is an act of love for God, for the 
pilgrims, for the Emmaus community, and for 
the church.  It demonstrates agape love, mak-
ing us instruments of prevenient grace. 

This is the short list!  As you can see, sponsor-
ship is more than inviting:  it is commitment 
to a person.  This is the foundation of Em-
maus.  Be wise and discerning as well as com-
mitted and prepared. 

 

Watch for more helpful hints about Emmaus!! 

Letôs do it again!  Without life-

lines or cheats, letôs see how 

you know your Emmaus!!! 

Q: Is there more than one kind of sponsor-
ship? 

A: Yes!  Wise and Unwise.  Wise sponsor-
ship is purposeful and prayerful; unwise 
is haphazard and undiscerning.  It be-
comes a race to capture all the scalps we 
can.  It becomes theologically unbal-
anced and fails to become integrated 
into the life of the church.  Unwise 
sponsorship will produce a harvest that 
becomes more of a burden than a bless-
ing for the church, a movement that has 
become a òreligious fringe groupó or a 
parachurch apart from the established 
church in the community. 

Q: How do we sponsor? 

A: Sponsorship is more complex than one 
might imagine.  It is the development of 
the sponsor as a leader as well as the 
opportunity for the pilgrim.  Let us point 
out some of the highlights: 

1. Pray for the personõs openness to Godõs 
call to discipleship, not for how to get 
him or her to go on a Walk. 

2. Make an appointment with the person 
or couple for the purpose of discussing 
participation in Emmaus. 

3. Extend an invitation.  Invite the prospec-
tive pilgrim to attend for the sake of a 
more vital relationship with Jesus Christ, 
not just an event to go to.  Share your 
faith; explain the basic elements of the 
Walk, its purpose, and follow-up di-
mensions that help us live in grace for 
the rest of our lives.  Take the attitude 
that you are giving the person a won-
derful gift rather than that he or she 
needs to go. 

4. Ask the person to make a commitment 
by filling out the registration form.  If
